-No, many cruiselines are now offering specific ships that cater specifically for 
children. 
-P&O have 3 ships with a fourth coming in 2008.  They are Oriana, Aurora, Oceana 
and Ventura.  They all offer children’s clubs, childrens shore excursions, and 
childrens pools.  Prices for children are great too 
-Ocean Village. Childrens clubs for 2-17 year olds.  Claims to be the only cruiseline 
offering parent-free onshore excursions and activities for teenagers – called Great 
Escapes!  Ocean Village II has a SEAGA village – an arcade designed by the games 
company. 
-Princess Cruises offers clubs for 3-17 year olds in 3 age groups.  Their best child 
friendly ships are Crown Princess and Grand Princess. 
-Norwegian Cruise Line offers clubs for 2-17 year olds.  Flexible dining means the 
family can eat together at any time.  There is also a kids café, ice cream machines, 
and kids packs. 
-Disney Cruise Line. With Mickey and friends on board this cruiseline has a 
headstart when it comes to childrens entertainment. Everyting from kids clubs to 
family dance parties. 
-Costa Cruises has clubs for 3 – 17 year olds split into 4 agegroups.  Under 18s 
often only have to pay port charges and flights if they share a cabin with parents. 
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-Carnivals newest ship launching next year will be cruising out of the UK.  Carnival 
Spendour will boast 5500sq ft of childrens play area complete with waterpark play 
area. 
 
What about the UK? 
There are many companies offering the UK. 
-Pontins Quizes, Shows, karaoke, have teamed up with PGL the UKs leading 
school activity trip organiser (snorkelling, Zip ire, Abseiling, Climbing, Archery, KMX 
karting, trampolining, all with instructors). 
-Butlins Puppet shows, adventure play area, mini funfair for under 5s, ballet 
classes, Pingus fitness classes, football coaching, basketball, touch rugby, arts and 
craft shows, character Olympics, volleyball, puppet castle, tribute bands, night club, 
watwerworlds, storybook pantomimes, dogems, funfair rides, bob the builder, etc etc 
-Haven pools, splashzones, spas, showbars, golf courses, Going greener – 
parks encourage recycling.
