Get there early as crowds and traffic can be a 
problem particularly on Saturday and Sunday. 
  

Bath 27th Nov – 7th Dec 
Held in the area between Bath Abbey and the Roman baths.  123 
traditional wooden chalets adorn the streets offering handmade and 
unusual gifts, decorations and food. 

  
Winchester 27th Nov – 14th Dec 

80 log-chalets surrounding an outdoor ice-rink with Winchester 
Cathederal as the backdrop.  No entry charge.  

 
Bury St Edmunds 28th Nov – 30th Nov 

16,000 people visited last year and over 150 stalls.  Large continental 
style market and entertainers including traditional fairground 
‘Gallopers’. 

  
York 27th Nov – 30th Nov 

St Nicholas Faye is Yorks biggest open-air Christmas Market, crafts, 
jewellery, pottery, dolls, game, local cheeses, mulled wine etc.

Germany 
-Aachen , 1.5million visitors every year.  Fresh pastries straight from 
the oven. 

  -Berlin, the market is in the Kurfuestendam. 
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-Cochen,  A picture-postcard town of half-timbered houses and a 
pleasant riverside promenade.  Add to this a Christmas market and…. 
-Cologne.  A floating market aboard a cruise ship moored on the 
promenade. 
-Dresden.  
-Duesseldorf. Christmas market is in the old-town of 150 stalls.

-Koblenz. On the Zentralpatx where the Rhine and the Mozelle meet. 
-Munich.   Bavaria’s capital, 14 century breweries. Market takes place 
in Marienplatz I the shadow of the grand Town Hall. 
-Nuremburg. Christkindlemarkt, 2m visitors.  200 stalls.  

Belgium 
-Brussels. Musicians, jugglers, painters, crafts, food all round the Stock 
Exchange and the Fish Market. 

Austria 
  -Innsbruck.  A Christmas Market and an Alpine town. 

-Salzburg. A truly romantic setting and a market set around the 
baroque cathederal.

-Amiens.  One of the largest in northern France sees Amiens 
transformed into an ‘alpine town’.
